1. Apologies for absence

3. Matters arising & not covered elsewhere 
None raised at this time
4. Chairman’s report Dr Tillman tabled her annual report (see Appendix: 2008 Item 4 Chairs Report). Specific  attention of the members was drawn to the progress regarding a possible Scottish Network for Clinical Biochemistry, and noting that Dr Graham Beastall had been honoured with a CBE. Dr Tillman also proposed a vote of thanks for Dr Mike Wallace who announced his intention to step down this year following a  very successful term as Regional Tutor.
5. John King award Dr Tillman was pleased to present the 2007 award to Dr David Priess for his talk at the October 2007 meeting entitled ‘The identification of hypopituitarism from thyroid function tests’. It also was agreed by the membership that an ‘extraordinary’ John King Chess Piece be presented to Professor Matt McQueen for delivering the Gemmell Morgan Memorial Lecture, also at the October meeting.
6. Report from Regional Member on Council Dr Pollock tabled her report (see Appendix: 2008 Item 6 Report from member on Council). Current progress with AFC banding was highlighted.
7. Report from Regional Member of Federation of Clinical Scientists Dr Tillman tabled a report from Jacqueline McGuire (see Appendix: 2008 Item 7 Federation of Clinical Scientists Report). It was noted that Jacqueline will be standing down for a period and Paul Cawood will be taking over representation on the Federation for the interim.
8. Report from Regional Treasurer Frank Finlay had previously circulated his report (see Appendix: 2008 Item 8 Receipts and payments 2007). Notice was also given of the change of expense claim repayments, which will be handled by the ACB Head Office in the future.
9. Report from Trainee Committee Member Maria Warner had previously circulated her report (see Appendix: 2008 Item 9 Trainee Committee Member Report)
10. Report from Regional Tutor Dr Mike Wallace had previously circulated his report (see Appendix: 2008 Item 10 Regional Tutor Report) Dr Wallace also thanked Dr Bill Bartlett (Dundee) for his help in sorting out AFC arrangements for the trainees. He also noted that he has now completed his term of office and so a new Regional Tutor is sought. 
11. Report from Audit Co-ordinator Karen Smith had previously circulated her report (see Appendix: 2008 Item 11 Scottish Audit Group Report). It was noted that trainees who undertake a significant audit may now present a report of the audit as their MSc project. .
12. Report from Clinical Practice Section Dr David Preiss had previously circulated his report (see Appendix: 2008 Item 12 CPS report). He also informed the membership that he has now stood down as CPS representative and the post is currently vacant.
13. Membership of Regional Committee Dr Simpson reported that during the year we had received one nomination for each of the two vacant positions and so these were duly elected unopposed -  members representing Lothian, Forth Valley & Borders: Paul Cawood (also shadow FCS representative), and Tayside & Fife: Ellie Dow. Susan Knox expressed her willingness to stand for a second term and so was re-elected unopposed. There had only been nominations received for two of the five committee posts becoming vacant around the time of the AGM (one for each post, hence the following were elected unopposed): Bill Simpson for Chair and Ian Godber for Secretary. One expression of interest had been expressed for the CPS representative and so this will be pursued. Archie McConnell (Argyll & Clyde, Dumfries & Galloway, Ayrshire & Arran) had expressed his willingness to stand for a second term if requested (to commence June 2008). 
14. Future Scientific Meetings The Summer 2008 proposed for Inverness has been postponed.  It was questioned whether there should be two Autumn meetings instead, however it was decided to continue with just one; Autumn 2008 – Hairmyres, theme ‘Training/Future’ (Janet Tillman to host). Spring 2009 – proposal for Glasgow Royal Infirmary ?theme ‘Endocrine’. Autumn 2009 – Following the success of last years 2-day meeting, another is to be planned, venue possibly Crieff again. 
The Committee have agreed to appoint a meetings secretary from within the Committee if two day meetings are to become a regular feature. Training course, September 2009 – (P Rae – report from PC). Herriot Watt remains the venue.
