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The CPS met on the 16th October 2009. There have been a number of achievements by the section since the last meeting.

CPS was asked to present a session at the BMJ Masterclass  to >2000 GPs.  This was a great success and re-commissioned for next year, prompting suggestions that the CPS should consider creating a Special Interest Group for Primary Care.

The need for out of hours work for medical trainees is being addressed by the college. It was felt the CPS should prepare a one page position  statement about Consultants’ work OOH  & give it to ACB Executive for approval in anticipation of this being needed in future.  

The CPS mailbase (and CPS membership) is active and open to anyone who wishes to be involved in clinical practice issues. The mailbase is used selectively to recruit interested members onto projects. The CPS Director will issue a quarterly e-newsletter with updates about the activities of the CPS and distribute it to registered CPS mailbase members. 

Finally, the importance of maintaining practice in Chemical Pathology for those appointed to Metabolic Medicine jobs was emphasised, as this is essential for revalidation.
