· Pre-Registration Trainees

2010
Three trainees (Western Infirmary - Edinburgh, Ninewells - Dundee, Royal Infirmary - Aberdeen) have passed the exams from the modules taught in the first 2 terms at the University of Surrey.  These trainees are currently at their base hospitals undertaking rotations or starting the project aspect of their MSc.
2009 
One trainee (Victoria - Kirkcaldy) has passed the exams from all 3 terms at the University of Surrey and project viva.
2008
Two trainees (Royal Infirmary - Edinburgh and Ninewells - Dundee) have both obtained the MSc from the University of Surrey and are currently on placements and rotations.

2007

Other issues
