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Regional Account

Clarification has been received that there will be no “clawing back” of the full capitation fee allocated to the Region.  The new financial systems are gradually bedding in and I am receiving the new account statements.  Overall the account shows a healthy balance, but increasing costs for “expenses” e.g. committee meetings, travel etc mean that a large proportion of the capitation fund goes on these items and as previously reported  finances are gradually running at a slight year on year loss.
